3. A Royal Night Out (set on May 8, 1945) featuring Sarah Gadon as Princess Elizabeth and Bev Powley as Princess Margaret

4. Roman Holiday (1953) starring Audrey Hepburn and Gregory Peck, serenaded by Michael Buble’s You Don’t Know Me (2003)

5. Ray (movie montage) starring Jamie Foxx as Ray Charles (beginning in the 1950s), co-starring Regina King and Kerry Washington

6. Can Do starring Johnny Silver, Stubby Kaye and Joe McTurk from Guys and Dolls (1955) 

7. I Could Write a Book from Pal Joey (1957) starring Frank Sinatra, Kim Novak and Rita Hayworth

8. Teardrops are Falling (set in 1950s) starring Johnny Depp and Amy Locane from the John Waters film Cry-Baby

9. Cry for Me from Jersey Boys (set in 1960) playing the roles of Bob Gaudio, Frankie Valli and The Four Seasons

10. Dance With Me Tonight (set in 1964) from the Tom Hanks film That Thing You Do starring Tom Everett Scott and Liv Tyler

11. If I Fell by The Beatles from A Hard Day’s Night (1964)

12. I’d Do Anything from Oliver (1968) starring Shani Wallis and Jack Wild in 6-time Oscar-winning film set in 1830s Victorian London

13. Everlasting Love (set in 1969 Northern Ireland) performed by Love Affair from the Kenneth Branagh film Belfast (2021)

14. Everybody Needs Somebody to Love from The Blues Brothers (1980) starring John Belushi and Dan Aykroyd

15. Twist and Shout by The Beatles blended with Ferris Buehler’s Day Off (1986) starring Matthew Broderick and Alan Ruck

16. Twist Contest from Pulp Fiction (1994) featuring John Travolta & Uma Thurman dancing to Chuck Berry’s You Never Can Tell 

17. Only You (1994) starring Marisa Tomei, Robert Downey Jr. and Bonnie Hunt

18. Why Did It Have to be Me starring Lily James and Josh Dylan from Mama Mia 2 (2018) 

19. I Want to Hold Your Hand from the film Yesterday (2019) starring Himesh Patel and Lily James

20. Till the Clouds Roll By (1946), a tribute to songwriter Jerome Kern (1885-1945), starring June Allyson and Ray McDonald

Since the mid-1990s communications counselor 
and lay historian John LeGear cobbled together 
hundreds of film compilations from outstanding 
movies and put them to accompanying music. 

Then in 2024, LeGear scoured his collection for  
hidden gems, carefully manicured film 
compositions that have rotated in and out of his 
“movie music” presentations over the years. 
That effort brought about “Songs of the Silver 
Screen,” an 80-minute presentation that cuts a 
wide swath through 100 years of film, music, 
romance and comedy.
