3. Make My Kitchen Dream Come True (set in 1961) by Megan McGinnis (voice) from season 5 of The Marvelous Mrs. Maisel

4. Moon River by Audrey Hepburn from Breakfast at Tiffany’s (1961) and by Jennifer Lopez in Shall We Dance? (2004)

5. You Wonderful You by Dick Van Dyke and Mary Tyler Moore in season one of The Dick Van Dyke Show (1961) 

6. Johnny Angel by Shelley Fabares from The Donna Reed Show (1962)

7. Till There Was You over the years starring Robert Preston, Shirley Jones, The Beatles, Piolo Pascual, Jennifer Sanchez & Thanh Tran

8. A Letter From My Baby by Timmy Shaw from the film Green Book (set in 1962) starring Mahershala Ali and Viggo Mortensen 

9. In My Room (originally by The Beach Boys in 1963) as recreated by Jakob Dylan and Fiona Apple in Echo in the Canyon (2018)

10. One Boy from Bye Bye Birdie (1963) starring Ann Margret and Bobby Rydell; One Boy by Elvis Presley with Pam Austin & Yvonne Craig

11. So Much in Love by The Tymes (illustrated by AI video images from Retro Future World) and others found on YouTube

12. Tell Me Why and If I Fell by The Beatles from A Hard Day’s Night (1964) starring John, Paul, Ringo and George

13. That Thing You Do (set in 1964) by “The Wonders” starring Tom Everett Scott, Johnathon Schaech, Liv Tyler, Steve Zahn & Tom Hanks

14. A World Without Love by Peter and Gordon from Last Night in Soho (set in 1965) starring Thomasin McKenzie and Anya Taylor-Joy

15. My Coloring Book by Chad and Jeremy (1965) in early film compilation assembled in 1999 

16. Do-Re-Mi medley from The Sound of Music (1965) starring Julie Andrews and the seven children

17. Mustang Sally written in 1965 by Mack Rice and made famous a year later by Wilson Pickett from the film The Commitments (1991)

18. Something Stupid first released in 1966 and performed by Jennifer Lawrence and Edgar Ramirez in the film Joy (2015) 

19. Good Vibrations by The Beach Boys in 1966 as depicted in Love and Mercy (2014) starring Paul Dano as writer/producer Brian Wilson

20. How Are Things in Glocca Mora? from Finian’s Rainbow (1968) starring Fred Astaire and Petula Clark

21. Consider Yourself from Oliver (6-time Oscar winning 1968 film set in 1830s Victorian London) starring Jack Wallace & Mark Lester
