6. All I Do is Dream of You from The Affairs of Dobie Gillis (1953) starring Debbie Reynolds and Bobby Van

7. Roman Holiday (1953) starring Audrey Hepburn and Gregory Peck, serenaded by Michael Buble’s You Don’t Know Me (2003)

8. All er Nothin’ from Oklahoma (1955) starring Gloria Grahame and Gene Nelson

9. UFO Roswell from National Geographic Television accompanied by The Doo Wop Group’s version of I Only Have Eyes For You

10. Blue Moon by The Marcels blended with AI imagery from Rocket Films-Movie (Japan) published to YouTube in 2025

11. Teardrops are Falling (set in mid-1950s) starring Johnny Depp and Amy Locane from the John Waters film Cry-Baby

12. Sluefoot (1955) from Daddy Long Legs starring Fred Astaire & Leslie Caron

13. I’m Great from My Sister Eileen (1955) starring Betty Garrett, Janet Leigh, Kurt Kasznar and Dick York

14. When I Fall in Love by Nat King Cole (1956) from the one full year The Nat King Cole Show was on the air (1956-57 on NBC)

15. If I Loved You from Carousel (1956) starring Gordon MacRae and Shirley Jones in a Richard Rodgers and Oscar Hammerstein classic

16. Well, Did You Evah? from High Society (1956) starring Bing Crosby and Frank Sinatra (and Grace Kelly)

17. King Creole (1958) montage featuring Elvis Presley singing three songs: “Dixieland Rock,” “Trouble,” and “As Long As I Have You”

18. Pink Shoe Laces by The Chordettes (1959) dance challenge compilation based on a season 2 episode of “The Marvelous Mrs. Maisel”
