10. That Thing You Do (set in 1964) by “The Wonders” starring Tom Everett Scott, Johnathon Schaech, Liv Tyler, Steve Zahn & Tom Hanks

11. A World Without Love by Peter and Gordon from Last Night in Soho (set in 1965) starring Thomasin McKenzie and Anya Taylor-Joy

12. Bewitched from the film Bewitched starring Will Ferrell and Nicole Kidman in tribute to the mid-1960s TV series

13. Do-Re-Mi medley from The Sound of Music (1965) starring Julie Andrews and the seven children

14. Dedicated to the One I Love by The Mamas and Papas; Go Where You Wanna Go by Jakob Dylan & Jade from Echo in the Canyon
