12. Summer Nights from Grease (1978) starring John Travolta, Olivia Newton-John, Stockard Channing and Jeff Conaway

13. Think by Aretha Franklin from The Blues Brothers (1980) starring John Belushi and Dan Aykroyd with Matt Murphy and Lou Marini

14. Thriller music video (1983) starring Michael Jackson and Ola Ray, directed by John Landis

15. In the Midnight Hour from the film The Commitments (1991) performing classic Wilson Pickett song released in 1965

16. Twist Contest from Pulp Fiction (1994) featuring John Travolta & Uma Thurman dancing to Chuck Berry’s You Never Can Tell 

17. Someone in the Crowd from La La Land (2016) starring Emma Stone, Sonoya Mizuno, Callie Hernandez and Jessica Rothe 

18. Why Did It Have to be Me starring Lily James and Josh Dylan from Mama Mia 2 (2018)
