15. Everybody Needs Somebody to Love from The Blues Brothers (1980) starring John Belushi and Dan Aykroyd

16. Twist and Shout by The Beatles blended with Ferris Buehler’s Day Off (1986) starring Matthew Broderick and Alan Ruck
