Author Q& A 

 

Q: What is The College Life Series all about? 

A:The College Life Series  is a nine book series that follows the lives of five young black women as they make their 

journey through their four years of college at Paradise Valley University. Chasity Parker, the troubled beauty,  Malajia 

Simmons, the party girl,  Sidra Howard, the prim princess, Alex Chisolm, the self proclaimed "know-it-all", and Emily 

Harris, the shy mommy's girl are five main protagonists, thrown together by chance.
