  2023 PARADE RULES AND INFORMATION

1. A representative for each entry must check in the day of the parade to receive your entry number. Check-In  

Station is located at the Secrest Auditorium, 322 Shinnick St. 

2. One person (who can move/drive your entry) MUST remain with the entry at all times during line-up. 

3. All floats are suggested, but not limited to, the parade theme “Pioneer Days of Zanesville”. 

4. Participants must ride on the inside of the float. No one is to sit on the edge of the float trailers with their feet  

dangling over the side. It is strongly recommended that children be supervised at all times and securely seated  

and supervised on the floats. 

5. All vehicles must be washed and can be decorated to correspond with their theme. Commercial vehicles are  

welcome. 

6. The parade route is 1 mile long with a quick pace. Walkers should be in good physical condition in order to keep  

up with your group. Smaller children should ride on the floats instead of walking. Minimum age for the walkers  

is 10 years old. 

7. Only vehicles that are in the parade will be permitted in the Secrest Auditorium Area. 

8. For the safety of everyone, candy or other items may not be thrown from any vehicle but may be handed out by  

walkers accompanying your entry. 

9. Entrants must obey the instructions for the Parade Marshalls positioned along the parade route. Failure to follow  

Parade Marshal’s instructions will result in removal from the parade. 

10. Entries with animals are responsible for their own clean-up in the parade staging area and along the parade route. 

11. All parade entries must have a signed 2023 Zane’s Trace Commemoration liability waiver form on file with the  

ZTC Committee in order to participate in the parade.  

12. Changes in the parage line-up the day of the parade will be at the sole discretion of the parade officials. 

13. Absolutely No Political Campaigning and/or personal agendas will be allowed and will be considered “just cause”  

to be eliminated from the ZTC parade, at the discretion of the Parade Committee.
