Cadastre of the Village of Soufflenheim in 1836
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INTRODUCTION

“The modern French land registry is over two hundred years old,” writes Anne Morddel at The French
Genealogy Blog, “and the beautiful maps are its ongoing legacy.” The creation of the nineteenth century
land registry began in 1807 with a law that ordered detailed maps be drawn for all communes throughout
France. The result is known as the Napoléonic Cadastre (les cadastres napoléoniens).

Anne Morddel, “The Land Registry - Le Cadastre” (28 July 2010)

The project contained two parts. First the “Cadastral Plan” (plans cadastraux) created a set of maps for
each commune showing the boundaries of every parcel of residential and agricultural land. A numbering
system was used to identify each parcel of land within the commune. The detailed maps divide the town
into sections, and, in some cases, an individual section was displayed on multiple sheets. An “assembly
map” (tableau d'assemblage) shows all the sections and sheets together in a single representation of the
commune.

The second part of the land registry contains records for each landowner. It is called the “Cadastral
Matrix” (matrice cadastrale). These records are composed of multiple volumes: Soufflenheim has three
volumes. These include a register sheet (folio) — one for each landowner — which provides information on
the land our ancestors owned. On one page, we can find information about our ancestor's house, yard,
gardens, plowed land, meadows, and more. If your ancestor was a landowner, you can find their house
by

(1) locating their name in the table below,

(2) using the Plan Number to identify the parcel of land containing their house;

(3) locate the Plan Number on the cadastre maps.

Because the cadastre plan was used for assessing property taxes, tax rates were assigned to houses
using a classification system. Under this system, taxes were assessed against the rental revenue that
one might receive from the property if it was rented. The rates for Soufflenheim are shown in the following
table. A class 4 house was assessed a tax of 20 francs, while a class 1 house was assigned a tax of 40
francs. This meant that such a class 1 house would rent for twice the amount as a class 4 house. This
scale of relative quality enables us to identify the relative quality of our ancestor’s house.

Folio Information

There are 545 houses found in the cadastre folios. Some folios have more than one house. Three houses
were owned jointly by siblings and appeared in multiple folios. Houses in 429 folios were matched with
households in the 1836 Census.

To make a match, the house number given in a cadastre folio was matched to the house number given in
the census. If both house numbers matched, then the name on the folio was matched to the name in the
census. There are 349 of these matches.

This set of matches was supplemented with two additional groups. First, there are 37 folios with a house
but no recorded house number. Of these, 21 names of the folios could be matched with names in the
census. These 21 folios were added to the previous 349 matches.

Second, the census reported 71 widows (giving her birth name) as the head of a household. The cadastre
folios gave the late husband’s name as the owner of the house. In many cases, the late husband of a
widow was identified in the census remarks field. Thus, widows in the census were matched to folios
when the house numbers in the two data sets matched and when the name on the folio matched the
name in the census remarks field. There are 59 of these matches.

Thus, there are 116 folios with a house that could not be matched to a census household. This group
includes the following. There are 26 folios with a house number, but that number was not found in the
census. There are 13 folios that have no house number and the name on the folio could not be matched
with a name in the census. Finally, there are 77 folios with a house number and a matching census house
number, but the folio name and the census name did not match. For this last group, the census resident
may have been renting the house from the folio owner.

Plan numbers are found on the cadastre maps, identifying the parcel of land containing the
house. In 1836 the maps and the parcel numbers were drawn in black ink. The maps were

modified in 1883 under German administration. All the red ink was added in 1883.

HOW TO READ THE PLAN MAPS

The numbers given in the cadastre records, and hence in this index, match the numbers written in black
on the plan maps originally prepared at the same time.

In 1883/84, the maps were modified by crossing out many of these original black numbers and putting 'x's
on boundaries and buildings that were no longer relevant, replacing them with new boundaries and
buildings in red.



For the purposes of interpreting the 1836 cadastre and census records, one should focus only on the
original black map annotations and ignore the later red replacement numbers, boundaries and buildings.

The following three images of map plan properties 997 and 1001, owned by Joseph Voegele and Joseph
Kachelhoffer, respectively, give an indication:

1) map with both sets of markings, the original crossed-out black ones from 1836 and their red

replacements;
2) same map showing only those details present in the original black-ink map, as referred to in the

1836 cadastre records;
3) same map showing the replacement details in the red-ink modified map from the 1880s, of no

relevance to the 1836 cadastre records.

Note that further details as to these properties can be learned. Joseph Kachelhoffer's record, folio 336,
reports the passage of parcel 1001 in 1859 to his son Joseph 'fils' (folio 257). From him it transferred in
1874 to Anton, folio 178. Pages in volume 2 entitled "Augmentations/Diminutions” tell us that the house at

parcel 1001 was demolished in 1874:
