Third, if at time of the husband’s death or later, the widow would not like to keep the mill and that one
child by first marriage would like to do this, she would be authorized so and keep her right on one part as
inheritance.

Fourth, the new husband promise to give his bride as wedding clothes 10 schillings. On his side Jerg
Wirtz the father promises his new son in law 25 Gulden in place of house.

All this in presence of Lorentz Schaeffter, woods forester, Joseph Burchardt, smith, both in Soufflenheim,
and Jerg Wirtz, the bride’s father in Eschbach.

The married man promises that he will pay for all debts present due by the new bride to the two children
so : when one reaches 14 years of age, and the other in case he decides to marry, both will receive their
share on their father’s estate, in mobiliary and immobiliary, so 50 Gulden and also the new married man
will pay for their clothes, food and religious education and raise them in praise of God, and in case he or
his new wife would die, the children in question will be considered as their heirs as the local usage. But in
case the bride would die before the new husband and without heirs, she promises that her husband
would receive as widow’s gift the use of the mill in Soufflenheim and of the garden besides, one side the
forest, other side the Laubach river, in front the common property, behind the farm named Rittershof.

Second, Conrad Beck father promises to his son an old house and farming place with dependences in
Soufflenheim one side Frantz Decker, second side near his own farm place, behind is M. Kieffer's garden
in front the common property, as a property without conditions, also the father promises to keep the
young persons in his own house and pay for their needs for a year, end of the year the young couple will
have built a new house and leave his own home for this new one.

Third, the wife’s father promises to give to his daughter a complete bed, one cow, 6 measures flour, and
now 3 measures, immediately, and the other 3 measures end of year, plus the mobiliary in house,



however what she will receive as her share from her deceased mother’s inheritance would come back to
heirs on her side in case one or the other of couple would die without children.

Fourth, what the couple with earn during the union or receive from both sides will be considered as
common property as usual in local usage, and divided at time of death: the man the second share, the
wife the third share.

Be known to everybody that today compared here the honorable Hans Georg Fridmann, burgher and
member of the local justice in Soufflenheim, as bridegroom, and the honorable Catharina Uhrich, widow
of deceased Adam Schaeffter, in his lifetime provost in Soufflenheim, assisted by Jacob Schaeffter,
burgher in Fort Louis, her son, and of Bernhard Reither burgher and miller in Forstfeld, also Peter Meyer
also miller here, both as her sons in law, as bride, and both want to follow the precepts of God the
Almighty to continue to procreate manhood, in in observance of these religious laws, they have decided
here of their marriage contract:

First, to have a religious ceremony at church to confirm their union.

In second place, as to what concerns their property, that what each possesses and brings into the union
in any form of property, will remain their own on each side.

In third place, that as each has brought three children from first union, so six children on the whole, will all
receive a half at time of death of parents, and will withdraw a cow from the property obtained during the
marriage.

Then in fourth place, if the husband dies before his wife, and this after more than six years from now, the
bride will be allowed to live without charge or expense in the inn named “the Eagle” here, but will be in
charge of the education and needs of the three children of her husband her life long ; in case her husband
would die before six years, she would be obliged to leave the inn and name a guardian to respect the
rights of the three children, also on his side the husband if she would die first would be obliged to care for
the needs of Maria Anna Schaeffter, her daughter in law, until she reaches fifteen years.

In fifth, has been discussed and decided that what property the couple will acquire in common through
good management and help of God, will be divided at time of their death in the usual way of our land
customs, so the man will receive the second share, the wife the third share.

Finally, they both promise to observe what has been decided here and never act against it.

Is brought to knowledge of all with this present document that in regard of their mutual love, for praise of
God, and to show their willingness to enter into honest, faithful union: the right honorable young man
Hans Michel Buchmdller, his profession a mason, native of Ofendorf, as bridegroom, and on the other
side the right honorable young girl Margaretha Wilhelm, daughter of deceased Peter Wilhelm as bride;
who have decided on the following articles of their marriage contract:

The house of the father’s bride including house, farming place, barn, garden, inherited from her mother
Catharina Wolf and valued bride’s guardian, Anton Schitt, has produced a value of 400 gulden, according
to the inventory, in money of Strasbourg, to be paid to the new young married, the other condition was
that this sum was to be paid by widower at this time to each child one after the other, and the mother had
the right to reside there her lifelong, this house is in the village of Soufflenheim, one side Hans Leberling,
other side Lorentz Jack, behind is Lorentz Jack, in front the common property, in case the new married
man would live longer than his bride, he would keep the right to live in this house, if he would prefer to
receive money and not this condition, he could ask to be repaid for the amount he will have given on
these 400 gulden.

Second, it has been agreed that if the husband decides to sell the house, he would be obliged to give it
back to the heirs, so that this house does not come into other hands, out of the family. This point has
been specifically undersigned by the two young new married persons, by the bride’s mother, the provost
of Soufflenheim and witnesses.

In Soufflenheim 19 January 1745, undersigned Hans Michel Buchmdiller, Anton Schitt, Johann Baptist
Rinck schoolteacher here, Philipp Kieffer, provost, Andres Voegele, member of the justice, Michel
Kehlhoffer member of the justice and Carl Siegbert Buchmiiller, the new husband’s guardian, then
Catharina Wolf, Martin Jundt, Jacob Mdssner, Margaretha Wilhelm, Joseph Daul, member of the justice
on the other side.

In front of the royal notary in Haguenau came Hans Michel Buchmdiller, now resident in Soufflenheim,
named the new husband in previous marriage contract, brings forth the present contract established
between him and Margaretha Wilhelm his wife and asks that this document would be registered in the
notary study and would be in necessary time produced to the heirs there will be, concerning conditions to



divide the property at that time ; this made by Friederich Marx and Johann Daniel Lopstein, lawyer
present to this, in Haguenau the 6th February 1745 ; signed Hans Michel Buchmdiller, Lobstein, witness,
Marx, witness, Wolff, notary. The record passed under private conditions has so been officialized here in
our notary documents and will be totally applied in due time; passed Haguenau with royal notary seal in
date 17 December 1745 and undersigned. Arnold, royal notary. [Catharina Wolff is probably the mother of
Margaretha Wilhelm, as she is authorized to stay into the house her lifelong.]

on:

First, the new couple has promised to receive the holy sacrament of marriage on the earliest occasion
decided.

Second, what concerns property : the husband owns a house, farm, yard, fields, meadows, three oxen,
twelve cows, one with a calf to be born, two horses, farming material, all of which on time of death of his
only daughter, will go to her, and that the new bride can have no pretention of any kind on this.

Third, what she bride brings into the union : a carriage and house linen, will come back to her own heirs
at time of her death, the 1) and 2) articles must be observed strictly even in case of loss by fact of war,
and the bride cannot pretend to any right in this case too.



Fourth, in case the new husband dies before the bride, what will be present as crops in fields as well as
the crop in barn will come for a half to the deceased’s daughter. In this case the bride will pay for half of
the cost, but the deceased’s only son (?)ans, so the bride’s son in law, will be given the right to cultivate
the half of the land with her and he would receive the second share, and she widow the third share.

This has been discussed and approved by the present witnesses Michel Mdssner, as requested withess
on the bride’s side.

The widower produces a marriage contract established in front of the royal notary in year 1746,
November 18th and as follows: In front of the royal notary have come the honorable Michel Messmer, son
of the honorable Peter Messmer, burgher in Surbourg, and of deceased Anna Maria Ulrich his wife on
one side; and Miss Maria Salome Metzler, daughter of Hans Georg Metzler and Maria Dréger his wife
both burghers here; and have decided to have their marriage conditions written down.

First, that they will have a religious ceremony in front of the church.

Second, the parents of the bride bring into the union to the young couple a house in Soufflenheim, with
yard, barn, stable and garden with all rights attached, one side the common property, the other side Claus
Draher’s heirs, in front and behind the common property, and this valued to 450 gulden, this in all
property with only condition that they will have the right to farming only after death of the parents, and that
the other children will be compensated ; and that the parents will keep what they need for their own living,
and same the other children.

Third, the young new married will continue to farm the property for their parents, and promise that they
will preserve the needs of their parents.

Fourth, the surviving in the couple, whether children are present or not, will be allowed to continue to live
in the house his lifelong.

Last and fifth, what the couple will acquire during the union on their own will be shared as: the second
part to the husband, the third to the wife.

Then the new married and all present to this have promised to respect all the conditions above and never
to try to protest in any way; passed in presence of Frideric Marx and Johann Daniel Lobstein both lawyers



and with undersigned witnesses: Haguenau, November 10, in year 1746, and signed: Michael Messmer,
Peter Messmer, Maria Draher, Salome Metzler, Hans Georg Metzlelr, Marx, Lobstein and Arnold, royal
notary.

MESSMER IS NOT MESSNER: August 2006, By Mark Drexler:

Soufflenheim researchers occasionally find the surname MESSMER in the records. This name is found
much more rarely in secondary sources — writings derived from the original handwritten records —
because it has almost always been transformed into MESSNER. Messmer was a family distinct from
Messner, as we will explain, and the common replacement of the "m" with an "n" is incorrect.

The reason for the common alteration of Messmer to Messner can be analyzed and explained in great
detail. The quality of the original handwriting, the human tendency to see what we expect, and the
common practice of "standardizing" surnames all play a role. But, without delving into those things, the
primary culprit seems to be the simple unfounded assumption that Messmer is a variant spelling of
Messner. Both Messmer and Messner have multiple true variants that differ in the spelling of the first
syllable, but the difference in the last syllable — "-mer" versus "-ner" — has proven to be significant.

As an “aside” regarding pronunciation, although Messmer and Messner both have “single-s” variants, we
believe that the predominant use of the “double-s” spellings indicates that the (hissing) “s” sound was the
intended result. We avoid using the “single-s” spelling because it will often be pronounced using the
English-type “z” sound.

One might reasonably wonder how, considering the prevalent assumption that MESSMER is MESSNER,
it could be shown that MESSMER is not MESSNER. The non-relatedness of two family lines having the
same surname can be presumptively (but not conclusively) established through the good fortune of
finding that the progenitor of one line was an immigrant from another locale. Of course, if the surnames
of the two lines are not actually the same, a clear and consistent difference in pronunciation should be
observed. In the present case, we found that both these conditions held.

Initially, we had good reason to suspect that MESSMER was a family distinct from MESSNER. In some
of the "Ten-Year Tables" (the indexes of the Soufflenheim records that were produced in same era as the
records themselves), the Messmer and Messner surnames were gathered in separate groupings.
Significantly, also, the name Messmer appears (written clearly) in documents penned and signed by a
Messner, who would probably have spelled his own surname consistently. Additionally, apart from the
Soufflenheim records, one family of Soufflenheim immigrants to North America was known to have used
the "m-spelling”.

A lingering suspicion became an investigation when we found ourselves — for an entirely different reason
— studying the earliest records of the Messmer family. We were compelled to notice that the "m-spelling"
seemed to be consistently and carefully applied — sometimes with extraordinarily-clear writing — to one
particular family line...a line that had originated outside Soufflenheim, in Surbourg. The greater portion of
four generations of the Messmer clan was then identified and most of the available microfilmed records
inspected, along with obtaining translations of Messmer-related estate inventories (requesting special
attention to name spellings). The "m-spelling" was found to have been not absolutely consistently
applied, with a few instances of either an ambiguous spelling or a clear "n-spelling" appearing. This was
not surprising and did not seriously challenge the notion that Messmer was indeed distinct from
Messner...both in origin and in pronunciation of the name. As additional assurance, inspection of a



significant number of known-legitimate MESSNER records revealed no instance of the "m-spelling”...it
was clearly not a random error or variation on the "n-spelling”.

A few key records will provide a good start at duplicating this study: The “first” record is of the 12
November 1746 marriage of Michel MESSMER to Salome Metzler, establishing Michel's origin in
Surbourg and identifying his parents as Petri MESSMER and Anna Maria Uler (neither of whose
surnames was "native" to Soufflenheim). Michel and Salome's son Joseph's baptism was recorded 25
March 1761, using the surname MESMER (this is one that could easily be seen as Messner). Salome
died and Michel married Barbe Stabler...and their child's baptism record of 10 September 1765 uses what
appears to be the spelling MOESMER. The marriage of Joseph MESSMER, son of Michel and Salome, to
Margaretha Buchmiiller was recorded on 15 January 1788. The birth of Joseph and Margaretha's son
"Vincentius" was recorded on 1 Pluviose yr 12 (22 January 1804) using MESSMER. Joseph's death
record of 22 December 1831 exhibits both MESMER and MESSMER. The marriage of Vincent
MESSMER and Marie Anne Rund was recorded on 2 February 1833. If you visit Maryhill, Ontario, you
can find Vincent's tombstone in the St. Boniface church cemetery and see the spelling MESMER.

That in front of the royal notary of Haguenau were present : Joseph Lengert native of Schirrein, son of
deceased Johannes Lengert, and of Anna Maria Julch his wife there, assisted by Georg Merckel provost
of Schirhofen, as guardian of the bridegroom and :

Elisabeth Beck, daughter of deceased Mathias Beck, in his lifetime a burgher in Soufflenheim and of
Anna Maria Paul his widow, assisted by her mother and by Johannes Beck, her guardian, as bride, and
both have asked us to write down the present marriage contract with following conditions and starting
with:

The holy sacrament of marriage will be administered to them in a Catholic ceremony in front of a priest to
confirm their union.

Secondly the bride’s mother promises to both young people a house that has been described in the
inventory of her deceased husband, in the village of Soufflenheim, with all dependences and rights, and



that has been estimated to : 250 Gulden. This house will have to be paid by the new couple under
following terms : 100 Gulden to Hans Wolf senior in Rountzenheim, to the Holy congregation in
Soufflenheim : 30 Gulden, to the brothers and sisters of the bride for their share on this house : 23
Gulden 5 s on the whole 70 Gulden 5 s so the rest being 49 Gulden 5 s to the mother herself and her
children, as will be named in time of the mother’s inventory in several terms.

Third has been expressly précised that the mother will be authorized to live her lifelong in the named
house as well as her eldest son Michael Beck, who will also have their place in the living room, in the
bedrooms, and some place in the stable to have their cow and calf, and that both young person’s promise
that the widow will have enough for her living and the third of what is grown in the garden on fruit.

In fourth is decided that what the young new married couple will win with their own work will be divided at
time of death of one or the other in the usual way so two third for the man and one third for the wife ; on
this has been concluded with approval of all present to this that they will respect the present terms in all
ways, never act against this, and have asked a record of the present decisions which has been made in
presence of herr Georg Philipp Bernard and of Johann Daniel Lobstein, both lawyers here, as requested
witnesses to this, after the present record has been read aloud, it has been signed by the new married,
the bride’s mother, and the witnesses as usual ; passed in Haguenau 09 January 1750, included in the
book of records and signed Joseph Lengert, Anna Maria Pal, Elisabeth Beck, Hans Beck, Georg Mdrtel,
Lobstein, Bernard, and Arnold, royal notary signed.

JOHANNES WALLION & MARIA EVA SCHWARTZ
22 January 1751 Haguenau 6E16/100 Marriage Contract

Be known to everybody that to-day on date mentioned below in presence of witnesses named below, that
with help of the Holy Providence, and God’s Majesty, to follow the precepts given on marriage, has been
passed a contract of future marriage between the honorable young man Johannes Wallion son of
honorable Heinrich Wallion burgher in Soufflenheim and of Gertrud Burger his wife, on one side, and the
honorable girl Maria Eva Schwartz, daughter of honorable Heinrich Schwartz, burgher and weaver here
and of Anna Maria Lehmann his deceased wife, on the other side, both deciding to contract the
sacrament of holy marriage with consent of parents and near kin.

First, to have this confirmed in front of a priest very soon.

Second, Heinrich Wallion father gives his house and dependences in Soufflenheim on the “Braunen Berg”
one side Heinrich Schitt, other side the common property, up the forest, behind towards Andres
Lehmann, pays yearly 1 schilling land tax, besides this in all free property, for a total estimate of 150
Gulden, however as there are four children born in first marriage of the father, and that the portion of
inheritance due to each on her mother’s share, is not established so far, the new bridegroom will be
obliged to pay to each of them a sum of 12 Gulden 5 schilling, for their needs.

Third, the remaining 100 Gulden are due to his father, however on time of death of his father, they will be
due and shared between the four children, brothers and sisters of the bridegroom.

Fourth, his father and step mother will keep right to live in the farm and house their life long.

Fifth, the bridegroom makes cession of this house to his wife, but with respect of the conditions
mentioned above, also if he dies before her and without heirs from this union, she will respect the same



conditions above, in case she would die before him without heirs of this union, they would consider what
they will gain during marriage as common property, and the last surviving will keep this without any
contest.

Finally all have promised to keep to these points enumerated above in presence of the provost, Andres
Voegele, of Andres Lehmann and Antoni Kieffer, both members of the local justice, undersigned 22nd
January 1751 in Soufflenheim. Signed: Johannes Wallion X, Anna Bildstein x stepmother, Heinrich
Wallion x, Maria Eva Schwartz x, Heinrich Schwartz father, Andres Lehmann, Antoni Kieffer, Voegele
provost, Antoine Aveline.

Hoff, one side Joseph Hoffman, other side Mathis Beck’s widow.

Fifth and last what the young couple will earn and gain during their common life in marriage, will be
divided as usual in our land at time of inventory of one and the other, and both of the young new couple
declared to stand to these decisions, never act against any of them, be faithful to what is decided here.

ROESCHWOOG NOTARY INDEX

There are 58 marriage contracts in the Roeschwoog Notary Index 6E33 184/1 (A-M) and 184/2 (N-Z2),
1690’s-1793. Five entries are described as “marriage contracts” and 53 as “husband”, “wife” or “spouse”.
The index typically lists the same marriage contract twice, under the name of the husband and under the
name of the wife.

Years 1792 and 1793 are not in Bundles 180 and 181 and have not been located. Consequently, three
marriage contracts in these years were not found:

e Joseph Ernewein, Husband, 19 March 1792
e Lehmann Richarde, Wife, 06 June 1793
e Schmuck Francois Xavier, Husband, 09 June 1793

Francois Xavier Schmuck and Richarde Lehmann are known to have been married.
