Background:

· Government of Canada $20.8 Million; Government of Ontario $17.3 Million; City and Partners $13.8 Million.

· project includes 3,000 square foot seniors’ space; 15,000 square foot cultural centre; and 25,000 square foot Library.

· Construction details, with potential opening date, to be announced in the near future.

· there will be a registration fee at the new facility.
