CORRESPONDENCE:

There have been questions about doing 50/50 or other forms of fundraising.  As a registered Charity, we are governed by the Canada Revenue Agency “Fundraising for Your Charitable Work” guidelines https://www.canada.ca/en/revenue-agency/services/charities-giving/charities/operating-a-registered-charity/fundraising-activities-charities-other-qualified-donees/fundraising-charitable-work.html 

To undertake any fundraising activity that is permitted under CRA regulations, we first have to “…obtain the necessary permission, permits or licences.”  Failure to comply with this CRA Guideline would result in the Charity losing its status.

In 2016, and again in 2018, it was confirmed by the City that any 50/50 raffle or other fundraising event (except a Silent Auction) would require a lottery licence in order for it to be conducted legally.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  New Building – long term project
Numerous meetings have been held since 2016 – regarding the “Barrhaven Community & Cultural Centre with Seniors’ Housing’ project – with MP Arya, MPP MacLeod, Councillors Harder, Minto, City Planning and Parks. Of late, we have divided this into two separate projects as funding for Housing is through a totally separate procedure.

Planning Committee has approved the “Barrhaven Town Centre” plan: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-fOzDqQ79EM&feature=youtu.be  Within the lands designated, is a parcel set aside for a Civic Centre.  As part of the new complex there will be a permanent home for the “Barrhaven Seniors’ Centre.” Our consultant, Phil Denyes, and I have additional meetings in the coming months regarding the early stages for design and funding (40% Federal; 33% to 50 % Provincial; balance Community).
For the new location, we will need significant funds.  At the invitation of the South Nepean Rotary Club, ten of us once again volunteered at their “2019 Taste of Barrhaven” event. Rotary recently presented a cheque to us - $5,000.  These funds, along with the $5,000 from the 2018 event, are being held in GICs for use when we move to the new larger facility. We have been invited to participate in the 2020 “Taste of Barrhaven” – with indications that this may continue for a few more years.  Through various grants, monies set aside in those reserve funds could be matched.  
The Seniors Housing project continues to be stalled due to very high land costs in Barrhaven – approximately $600,000 to $750,000 per acre. Nepean Housing Corporation would like to undertake the building and managing of the project.  No updates have been received in 2019.

The President has considerable day-to-day work covering the social and financial needs of this group.  He needs on site assistants throughout the year to help get feedback regarding program requests for the Ken Ross building.  I have asked Ron Clerk and Allan Boassaly to be "Advisors to the President for the use of the Ken Ross building:  Ron from December 2019 to April 2020; Allan from May to September 2020."

2. Projected Budget: 
The projected Expenses and Revenues for 2020 – a balanced budget – containing a suggested donation of $20/person for which a Tax Receipt will be issued.
