We have completed the Lead and copper samples at Mt. View and Murdock. These are
required every 3 years.

We still have some samples to do; these are required yearly and the expensive ones. 10C
Dallesport domestic, DWD Nitrate TTHM and HAA5 which are the off gassing of Chlorine
that has been a concern at the business park with little turn over.

MT. View Radium226-228

Murdock last PFAS these are over$400 each this is the 4™ one this year. This is why they do
not have many funds.

We fixed a leak in Mt View where we had to shut the system down. We also air charged the
bladder tanks and flushed the system.

| have been training the new operator, cleaning up the grounds, and cleaning out meter
boxes on the meter routes. | brought my dump trailer and hauled off junk off the grounds.

We got the dodge Dakota running so we don’t have to use our cars for meter reading.
