They will be lost unless you were prevented from taking them based on you working during the holiday
shutdown. In such cases you will be reimbursed eight (8) straight time hours for each floating holiday lost (including
any applicable shift premium). Notify your supervisor if this applicable to you.

NEW EMPLOYEES AND THE CHRISTMAS HOLIDAY SHUT DOWN

You may be eligible for unemployment benefits. Info was mailed to your homes in December.

UNION REMINDERS:
