                                                   BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

                                      MAY 15, 2025


1. Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chair, Bill Chew at 4:55 pm.  Those in attendance were Susan Slaff, Allen Butts, Sharon McCann, Joni Manz and Gert McLean. General Manager, Shantell Brutus and Chair of the Building Committee, Bill McLean were also present.

2. Minutes of the Meeting of April 9, 2025:  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Allen Butts and seconded by Joni Manz.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

3. Old Business:  Chair, Bill Chew discussed the issue of coconut palm trees.  He indicated that the association had made a real effort over the past few years to take down coconut trees throughout the property. The coconuts fall without warning and present a hazard.  Before the hurricane, the association spent over $5,000 a year to cut coconuts off the trees.  The goal is to eliminate the few trees that are still standing.  Bill implored new owners not to plant coconut trees on their property but if they choose to do so, it will be each owner’s responsibility to maintain them in a safe manner that does not pose a risk to the landscaping crew or others.  

4. New Business:

Approval of Changes to Generator Regulations:  Chair, Bill Chew informed that the proposed changes to the regulations had been previously circulated to the board members for review.  A motion to adopt the new regulations was made by Susan Slaff and seconded by Allen Butts.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

Summer To-Do List:  Chair, Bill Chew provided updates on the list of summer projects for the landscaping crew. A bike rack by the pool has been added.  New tile coping for the pool area is being explored.  Shantell Brutus is waiting to receive the quotes on pricing.  Quotes for insulation of the maintenance building are also pending.  Shantell is also working on a plan to assist owners with the requirement that villa numbers are placed on each villa.


5. Committee Reports:

Landscaping and Lighting Committee:  Joni Manz had previously received the quotes from Evince Joseph for the plantings along the walkway between the pool and Villa 591.  Evince is no longer recommending the Christmas palm trees and Joni now is exploring Thatch and Date Palm trees. Joni is waiting to hear whether Evince has the 5 planter/pots with the lighthouse motif needed for the pool area. Plantings can begin as soon as a final decision is made regarding which plants to use.
 
Joni indicated that approximately 34 lights would be needed to complete the project around the pool area. Electrical wiring would also be required.  Two lanterns by the pool entrances would be a nice addition as there were lights at each before the hurricane. The estimated cost will total approximately $10,000. The board will consider the updated information. 
 
Pool and Beach Committee:  Shantell Brutus gave an update on the pool timer and new pump.  The pump has been paid for but has yet to be shipped. There is a plan to modernize the timer mechanism so that it can be controlled through an app on a phone.  Once it is installed, there will be no need to have someone physically at the pool to turn it on and off. 

Fire and Safety Committee: Bill Chew reported that the remaining fires on the island have been put out by recent days of significant rainfall.  Approximately $10,000 in equipment/gear has been purchased for the fire department however donations are still needed and much appreciated.

Social Committee:  No report.

       Office Committee:  Gert McLean informed that a few shirts 
       and hats have been sold.  Shantell is keeping a detailed
       spreadsheet on the sales.  New items from New Hampshire 
       have been ordered and need one more approval before moving 
       forward.

 Building Committee:  Bill McLean reported that Villa 697 submitted an application to install an exterior shower enclosure which was approved and has already been installed.
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6. Other Business: Chair, Bill Chew reminded owners that the BVOA directories are available at the villa office.

7. Adjournment: There being no further business to conduct, a motion to adjourn was made by Allen Butts and seconded by Joni Manz. Vote to approve was unanimous and the meeting was adjourned.
