Reflection on Matthew 5 :17-37
The Jewish law outlined various suggestions and rules that might help us to live as God intended. Jesus, when he addressed this area, laid out a more radical set of guidelines to keep us on the straight and narrow. The bar was set high, and some of those who came to listen to Jesus decided the renewed directives were not for them. Help us stay on the roadmap in our own lives and encourage others to do the same.
6th Sunday in Ordinary Time (Year A)

Preparing Our Hearts for Ash Wednesday
In this Sunday’s Gospel (Matthew 5:17–37), Jesus deepens our understanding of God’s law. He tells us clearly: “I have come not to abolish, but to fulfill.”  What follows can feel challenging. Jesus moves from outward observance to inner conversion—from actions to attitudes, from behavior to the heart.

“You have heard it said… but I say to you.”

With these words, Jesus invites us to look honestly within. It is not enough to avoid murder; we must confront anger. Not enough to avoid adultery; we must purify our desires. Faith is not simply about following rules, but about allowing God to transform us from within.

This message prepares us well for Ash Wednesday, which is just a few days away.  When ashes are placed on our foreheads, a reminder of our mortal condition, we hear the call: “Repent, and believe in the Gospel.” Repentance is more than just “giving something up” for Lent. It is about our hearts turning back to God—examining where resentment, dishonesty, indifference, or compromise have taken root. It is not so much about what we exclude, as it about what – or who – we choose to embrace and include.  

Jesus is not raising the bar to discourage us. He reveals the depth of love to which we are called—and the depth of grace God is eager to give. Lent is not a season of moral perfection, but a journey of ongoing conversion.

As we approach Ash Wednesday, the Gospel invites us to ask: What needs healing in my heart?
Where is God calling me to choose life more fully?

May this Lent be a time not just of outward discipline, but of true inner renewal—so that our lives may reflect the faith we profess.
