Letting Go … and Letting God 

Transitions are difficult moments in our lives.  Whenever we come to the end of something in our life, we face the challenge of letting go of what is familiar, of plunging into the unknown.  Letting go is hard.  No less, beginning again is hard, even when the new reality is something to which we've been looking forward for a long time.  As those who have worked their way through a 12-step recovery program know, there is no other way: “let go and let God”, and live life “one day at a time!” 

The important thing to remember is that through the Holy Spirit, Christ is with us.  He will never abandon us. Even if Jesus is no longer physically present, the grace of Christ’s presence abides in his church, abides in us.  This is His promise!! 
Today’s feast of the Ascension is about letting go, and about the promise of new beginnings. One story comes to a close: the Gospel, the time in which Jesus is present and visible to his followers: he is God the Son, the Word made flesh.  Immediately, another story begins: the Acts of the Apostles, the initiation of the realm of God the Holy Spirit.  The continuity between the two stories is Jesus, who promises to be present to his disciples forever. What is different is the form of his presence: now, the followers of Jesus must discern his presence in the world through his empowering and indwelling Spirit.  

The poetry of mystic Malcolm Guite brings us to a deeper appropriation of this mystery, and its meaning for us today:  

We saw his light break through the cloud of glory

Whilst we were rooted still in time and place

As earth became a part of Heaven’s story

And heaven opened to his human face.

We saw him go and yet we were not parted

He took us with him to the heart of things

The heart that broke for all the broken-hearted

Is whole and Heaven-centred now, and sings,

Sings in the strength that rises out of weakness,

Sings through the clouds that veil him from our sight,

Whilst we ourselves become his clouds of witness

And sing the waning darkness into light

His light in us, and ours in him concealed,

Which all creation waits to see revealed.

Let us prepare our hearts to welcome the outpouring of the Holy Spirit through our celebration of Pentecost next Sunday!  

Reflection for the Ascension of Our Lord
Be with the disciples today as they experience a little of God`s grandeur and magnificence. Even with so much evidence around them, while some worshipped him, others doubted and withheld belief. Which group would I have been in? If among the worshippers, I ask for the grace to continue in that mode, and if I find myself among the doubters, I use Thomas’s phrase, «  Lord, I believe, help my weak belief. »
