1st Sunday of Lent (Year A)

Facing Temptation with Christ
On the First Sunday of Lent, the Gospel takes us into the desert with Jesus. Before he begins his public ministry, Jesus faces temptation: not a sign of weakness, but part of his full sharing in our human experience. Lent begins, not with easy answers, but with honesty about the struggles we all face. And that Jesus faces with us. 

The temptations Jesus encounters are familiar. The temptation to turn stones into bread is about misusing the goods of creation—placing our own comfort before trust in God. The temptation to throw himself from the temple is about seeking security and attention, testing God rather than trusting in God. The temptation of the kingdoms of the world is about power and compromise, gaining worldly success at the cost of spiritual fidelity.

Jesus resists each temptation by grounding himself in the Word of God. He does not argue with the tempter’s manipulation of the Scriptures; he clings to the truth of who He is. He reveals that temptation is not overcome by willpower alone, but by rooting ourselves deeply in our relationship with God.

Lent is not about pretending temptation doesn’t exist. It is about recognizing it, naming it, and choosing to place our trust in God. We may not face dramatic trials in the desert, but we encounter more subtle temptations regularly: to take shortcuts, to feed resentments, to choose self over others.

The good news is this: we do not face temptation alone. Jesus goes into the desert for us, in solidarity with us, shows us that temptation need not have the final word. In the Lenten disciplines of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving, we walk with Jesus, learning to rely not on ourselves, but on God’s grace.

This Lent, may we enter the desert with courage, trusting that God meets us there, leading us toward freedom and new life, and promising us “the peace the world cannot give.”

Reflection on Matthew 4 :1-11

A Model for Lenten Practice : Jesus counters the devil with Scripture (`It is written`), reminding believers to rely on the Word of God, prayer and fasting during Lent to combat personal temptations.
Solidarity with Humanity : Jesus’ temptation show he understands human weakness, having been « tested in every way » yet remaining without sin.

Victory through Obedience : As a second Adam, Jesus reverses the disobedience in Eden, establishing a model of submission to the Father that offers believers victory over sin.    
In essence, these reflections emphazise that while temptations are unavoidable , they can be overcome by abiding in the Word and maintaining intimacy with the Father, as Jesus did.
