Meet the new pastor, Fr. Raymond Lafontaine, E.V.

When I first entered your (our!) beautiful church for the Homecoming Mass and Farewell to Fr. Fred in September, I was inspired by the banner: “There are no strangers at St. Veronica’s, only friends you have not yet met!” I look forward to meeting and us getting to know each other better in the months ahead. 

Allow me to introduce myself. I grew up in Montreal’s north end (St. Rita’s, Ahuntsic), the ninth of ten children in a musical family. After studying science and working as an actuary, I entered seminary in 1986, alongside Fr. Fred and Fr. Tom. I was ordained in 1991, and after serving as an associate pastor in DDO, I pursued graduate studies in moral theology in Rome, earning my doctorate in 2001. 

Returning to Canada, I served in vocation ministry, was a Catholic chaplain at Concordia, and taught moral theology at the Grand Séminaire. I also spent 12 years as pastor at St. Monica’s in NDG, engaged in faith formation, spiritual accompaniment, and ecumenical dialogue. From 2001 to 2017, I taught at Concordia University in courses from Catholicism and ethics to bioethics and theology in film. 

In 2016, Archbishop Lepine appointed me as episcopal vicar for the English-speaking community and director of the Office for English Pastoral Services. During my recent sabbatical, I focused on synodality, which led to my role as a facilitator at the 2024 Synod of Bishops on becoming a synodal, missionary church.  

I am excited to serve as your pastor at St. Veronica’s, working with our team to build a parish rooted in warm community, active participation, and sharing in the Church’s mission to live and proclaim the Gospel.  

You’ll get to know me through my preaching and involvement, and I look forward to sharing my love of music, cinema, and pop culture. I’m a fan of *The Chosen*, believe Jesus invites us into deep relationships, and am eager to walk together with you—embracing our mission to bring the Gospel to Dorval. No matter the noise of planes overhead, we will lift Jesus higher and witness to our faith as a community.
