DEATH AND RESURRECTION 

Hallowe’en.  All Saints Day.  All Souls Day.  November comes upon us, and we see the signs of death in nature: falling leaves; wet and windy days; long chilly nights.  So naturally, we dwell on our own mortality, finitude, and vulnerability.  Our faith takes death seriously.  But it also tells us that death is not the final answer.  “Death, where is your victory?  Where is your sting?”  For Christians, death is not the end, but the final transition: movement from the realm of time into eternity. 

In many parishes, a “Mass of the Resurrection” is celebrated at the beginning of November. The families and loved ones of those whose funerals have taken place over the past year are invited to join the prayer of the faith community.  We light candles.  We sing songs.  We pray.  We remember. We celebrate the Eucharist, Christ’s promise of life triumphant over death. “I am the Resurrection and the Life.  Those who believe in me, even if they die, will live forever.” Jesus is faithful to his promise. His Paschal Mystery – his own passion, death, and resurrection – is the pattern of our own lives as well. In the words of today’s Gospel: “Unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains a single grain; but if it dies, it yields a rich harvest.”  

Let us remember all those who at this time mourn the loss of a loved one.  Let us also think of those whose names are inscribed in our memories: family members, mentors, friends, fellow parishioners. Let us be thankful for the gift these people were to us in their time here on earth, and rejoice that they now enjoy the reward of their labours, resting in the arms of their loving Creator.  

“The ship that passes over the horizon is lost to our sight. But it goes on; it continues to its destination and a safer harbour at last. Beyond that horizon are other worlds that welcome the traveller. We live with the conviction – or struggle with the hope – that life itself is a horizon, and that our journey goes beyond it not to darkness, but to life.
