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1st Sunday of Advent ( A) 
    November 30, 2025
DO NOT FEAR … BE VIGILANT!
Sometimes, in the midst of our busy lives, we are called to slow down. To focus. To remember what is truly important. The liturgical time of Advent, a season of joyful anticipation, often gets overshadowed by the busyness of “getting ready for Christmas”.  Throughout the coming year, we will ponder in the Gospel of Matthew the message which comes more often from the mouth of God than any other in the Scriptures: “Do not fear.”  

So often, in our frantic, multi-tasking world, we get caught up by our fears and anxieties, our worries and frustrations.  Instead of living calmly and purposefully, communicating peace and joy to others, we easily get scattered and lose our centre.  In today’s readings, both Jesus and Paul remind us that in the midst of chaos and difficulties of all kinds, we are called not to panic, but to keep awake!  Stay on your toes!  Be watchful and ready!   Or in that great expression from the 1960’s Civil Rights’ Movement, “Keep your eyes on the prize!”   

To help us focus in Advent, it can be helpful to choose a word that sums up the message of the Gospel. Traditionally, the first Sunday of Advent invites us to focus on HOPE; and this Sunday, the readings of the day and the overall Advent theme invite us to live in “VIGILANCE”.  Do you find yourself “falling asleep at the wheel” at times?  Getting through many tasks, but somehow missing the meaning of it all?  In what way is Jesus calling you to “keep awake”?  To what realities will God open your eyes this week?

Reflection on Matthew 24:37-44

Jesus is not asking us to stay awake all night, but to live in the present, so that we can recognise the Lord when he appears in our lives. He shows himself in the unrehearsed moments, the interruptions and accidents that can throw me off balance.

Teach me, Lord, to recognise your face wherever I encounter you.

Staying awake means noticing and being alert. As I take time to pray, I might allow the things I have been too busy to see come to my notice.

Looking ahead, I consider what might help me to remain alert.
