Members with a current membership card have first priority on open courts. Guests and non-members
may play only when no members are waiting.

Cabrillo Court Priorities

1. Club-sanctioned instruction, according to posted schedules
2. Pickleball member play, according to the monthly availability schedule
3. Recreational tennis

Time Limits

e Singles: 1 hour
Doubles: 90 minutes
Individual practice is allowed only when no member is waiting
At least two people must be present to claim a court
Please wait outside the gate until a court becomes available
If you are the last to leave, lock the gate

Court Care

Please help protect the courts and keep them pleasant for everyone.
Tennis shoes only; no hard or black-soled shoes

No bicycles, skateboards, rollerblades, or skating on the courts
Pickleballis permitted only at the Cabrillo courts

Respect nets, windscreens, seating, shade structures, and equipment
Leave the courts clean and ready for the next players
