Tic Tac Toe

The object of Tic Tac Toe is to get three in a row.

You play on a three by three game board.

The first player is known as X and the second is O.

Players alternate placing Xs and Os on the game board until

either opponent has three in a row or all nine squares are filled.
X always goes first, and in the event that no one has three in a

Row, the stalemate is called a cat game.
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Popsicle Stick Catapult

Materials:

10 big craft sticks
Rubber Bands
Bottle caps

Instructions:

1. Use a pair of scissors and cut two little v’s a centimeter
down on one end of two popsicle sticks

. Once you cut your v’s in both the sticks, set them aside!

. Stack the other sticks on top of each other. Wrap a rubber
band tightly around each end of the sticks.

. Push a notched stick under the first stick in the stack.

. Flip your stack so that the stick you just pushed in is on the
bottom.

. Lay the second notched stick on top of the stack and secure
the two popsicle sticks together with a rubber band. The V
notches that you cut help to keep the rubber band in place.

7. Glue a bottle cap to the other end of the catapult.
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Cup Buildings

Materials:

Cups
Popsicle sticks
Rectangle eraser

Instructions:

Use an eraser as a base and start stacking cups and popsicle
sticks to create a balanced structure.
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Build a Balance Scale

Materials:

Coat hanger
Two paper or plastic cups
String or yarn

At the top of each cup punch two holes on opposite sides and
string yarn through.

Hang the cups on the hanger and place different items in the cup
to see which one is heavier.
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Chain Reaction

Materials:
popsicle sticks
cups

Instructions:

1. Using cups, create two lines that are parallel to each other
creating two even rows of cups with distance in between to
fit a popsicle stick.

. Balance one stick across the first two cups that are across
from each other

. Now take your next stick and balance it having one end in
the middle of the previous stick and the other on the next
cup of either row

. Repeat this step but this time put the stick on the cup across
from the previous one

. Repeat till you get a chain that has a distance you like

. To make a chain reaction, remove the first cup
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
