Changes in the B. B. ¥, R. A. Rule Book, since itz last pubiic:n.t;l.an May 15, 1937:

RULE 2—Corinthianism in yachting is that attribute which represents participation
for sport as distinet from galn, amd whick. also involves the acquirement of nautical
experience thrnugh the love of sport, rnf.rhnr than through necessity or the hope of gain.

This rule has been amended by striking out the following sentence: Mo person
who follows the sea as & means of livelthcod or has raced for a Cash Prize shall be
considered & Corinthian yachtsman.

RULE 30—The restriction placed. on the crew of Bnipes has been interpreted as
