
OFFICIAL Cookoff for Kids APPLICATION 

***Registration deadline is September 1, 2025*** 

COOKING TEAMS: Max. size of booth 12’ x 12’. Set up location will be assigned. No more than FIVE 
people per team and should include an adult and one child. Teams must furnish their own ingredients, 
equipment (butane bottle, grill, pots and/or pans, and/or burner), tables, coverings, serving utensils, etc. 
Space is the only thing provided by Mission 4. Teams are encouraged to decorate booths with identifying 
banners or other appropriate decorations (themes are at their own discretion). All entrants are 
responsible for the cleanup & take down of their booth. The child must cook with the assistance of an 
adult. An adult MUST always be present and observing when cooking. An adult is allowed to assist the 
chef (child) in any manner, especially when using sharpen items (such as a knife, etc.). 

• Group Entrant – Registration Fee cost is $25.00 
• Day of Event (if permissible) – Registration Fee cost is $40.00 

CHECKS MADE PAYABLE TO: MISSION 4 
 
INGREDIENTS: Use your own favorite recipe, with or without meat. Meat may be beef, pork, chicken, or 
turkey (no wild meats). Meatless dishes are welcomed. Ingredients may be cut shredded or ground to any 
size. 

PROCESS: Tasting Kits will be sold by Mission 4, consisting of one 2-ounce sample cup, spoon, napkin, 
tickets for 5 tastings and one People’s Choice ballot. People’s Choice ballot containers will be provided 
to each competitor. When tasting period begins, tasters will provide one ticket to the competitor in 
exchange for one filling of the sample cup. Following tasting, tasters will be asked to submit their People’s 
Choice ballot at their favorite booth.  

DISHES/DRINKS MUST BE PREPED OR BAKED AT HOME (IF PREFERRED) WITH THE SUPERVISION OF 
AN ADULT. COOKING, BOILING, GRILLING, ETC WILL BE ALLOWED ON SITE and IS ENCOURAGED. 
ABSOUETLY NO CATERING OR PRE-COOKED STORE-BOUGHT FOODS ALLOWED. 

SCHEDULE: 

8 AM - Start Booth Set-up  
11 am - All booths open for tasting at the same time. No early samples, please.  
12PM - Judging begins (Dish and recipe must be turned into the judging table.) 
2 PM - Results and Awards Ceremony  
** Judging Criteria: Visual appeal, Aroma, Taste, Texture, Spice Level 
*** Each judge must choose a single team to which he awards both of his 5-point “best” ratings. Ties will 
be resolved by drawing numbers from a hat.
