The Fifth Sunday of Easter

As the number of disciples continued to grow, 
the Hellenists complained against the Hebrews because their widows 
were being neglected in the daily distribution.

Brothers, select from among you seven reputable men,

The proposal was acceptable to the whole community, 
so they chose Stephen, a man filled with faith and the Holy Spirit, 
also Philip, Prochorus, Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas, 
and Nicholas of Antioch, a convert to Judaism. 
They presented these men to the apostles 
who prayed and laid hands on them. 
The word of God continued to spread, 
and the number of the disciples in Jerusalem increased greatly; 
even a large group of priests were becoming obedient to the faith.

Jesus said to his disciples: 
"Do not let your hearts be troubled.

And if I go and prepare a place for you,  
I will come back again and take you to myself, 
so that where I am you also may be.

Questions from Mass Readings Small Group Discussions

responds that anyone who has seen Him has seen the Father. The greatest 
witness you can give is what you say — it's how you live your life. What 
does your life currently reveal about who you believe God is? 

 
 
 

3.​Do I respond to problems by protecting my own role, or by helping the 
group find a wise solution like the apostles did in Acts 6, where they 
appointed deacons to help?
