January 11,  2026 
 
Today's readings present us with the one promised by God since 
the Old Testament. Upon being baptized by John, Jesus assumes 
his public mission, which was certainly not easy. However, he is 
not alone. The Holy Spirit will accompany him throughout his life 
and mission. “As soon as Jesus was baptized, he went up out of 
the water. At that moment heaven was opened, and he saw the 
Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting on him. And a 
voice from heaven said, ‘This is my Son, whom I love; with him I 
am well pleased.’” (Matthew 3:16-17). The liturgy of this Sunday 
invites us to discover the magnitude of our baptism. From that day 
on, the Holy Spirit accompanies and guides us in every moment of 
our lives. We only need to let him act, and he will work wonders in 
us. Do you know the date and day of your baptism? Do you know 
the name of the priest who administered the sacrament to you? 
 
“All of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves 
with Christ” (Galatians 3:27). “Through the Holy Spirit, baptism is a 
bath that purifies, sanctifies, and justifies” (Catechism of the Catho-
lic Church, #1227). 
Thank you, Lord, for loving us so much, because through our bap-
tism you welcomed and embraced us in your arms, and you re-
vealed us to the community to be part of the Christian family. We 
are all sons and daughters of God through baptism. From his bap-
tism onward, Jesus went about doing good during his earthly life. 
Therefore, our commitment as baptized Christians must be the 
same: to do good! 

 

LIVE THE LITURGY - INSPIRATION FOR THE WEEK 
John could not believe that Jesus would seek baptism from him, a 
lowly mortal man. But our God is a humble God. He does not fear 
our weakness. He extends his hand, saying, “It is fitting.” So take 
his hand. Begin the work he has set out for you.
