January 18,  2026 
 
Today we begin Ordinary Time. We will have five Sundays in which 
the Gospel readings will present us with the image of Jesus in his 
public life. His miracles, his healings, and his teachings will un-
doubtedly invite us to a radical change of heart. That is precisely 
what is sought: that we follow the example of John the Baptist, the 
first witness of Jesus, who today presents him to us as the "Lamb 
of God." John makes it clear that he is not the expected Messiah. 
He wants us to recognize Jesus as the light that has existed from 
all eternity: "Behold the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of 
the world" (John 1:29). Jesus takes away the sin of the world, but it 
is necessary to work diligently to make this a reality: to work for 
justice and peace, beginning with ourselves. 
 
Pope Leo XIV, from the beginning of his pontificate, calls us to 
seek justice and peace, and tells us: "This is the time for love. I 
was chosen without any merit and, with fear and trembling, I come 
to you as a brother who wishes to become a servant of faith and 
joy, walking with you on the path of God's love, who wants us all 
united in one family" (Sunday, May 18, 2025). Encouraged by this 
confidence, let us be witnesses of faith and joy, proclaiming to the 
world the Good News of the Lord Jesus. With these two examples 
of life, John the Baptist and Pope Leo XIV, let us fight the good 
fight to achieve a world where peace and hope reign.
