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The State of Arizona did pass legalization that made vision screening mandated by Arizona law. This means that certain children in this state must receive vision screening by a certified Vision Screener. The only way to become certified to do the vision screenings is to contact the Sensory Program on the availability of a vision screener trainer to come to do the training. Only a certified trainer (means certified by the State) can certify vision screeners. Old vision screening classes done by the T3 Trainer program that you may have attended in the past are not meeting the requirements of the current law.
