Create a honeymoon registry (Honeyfund or

Traveler’s Joy) for special experiences you want to

have (couples massage, ziplining, etc.)

Protect your honeymoon with travel insurance

Cash out registry funds and start booking

excursions, spa treatments, etc.

Prepare for the fun on the honeymoon
