CARLO BETOCCHI, born in Turin in 1899 moved to Florence with his family at a young age. 

After serving in WWI, he became a land surveyor as well as becoming involved with various 

literary magazines, especially Il Frontespizio, a Catholic literary journal. His first book, Realtá 

vince il sogno, appeared in 1932 and his last, Tutte le poesie, was awarded the Librex Montale 

Prize in 1984, a few years before his death in 1986. Geoffrey Brock has characterized Betocchi’s 

work as evoking “a Franciscan vision of the natural world stepped in the divine.”

DAVID BLAIR is the author of five books of poetry and a collection of essays. His latest book True 

Figures: Selected Shorter Poems and Prose Poems, 1998-2021 is available from MadHat Press. 

He teaches poetry in the MFA Writing Program at the University of New Hampshire.

STEPHANIE BURT is Donald and Katherine Loker Professor of English at Harvard. Her most 

recent book of poems is We Are Mermaids (2022). Look for more critical work and anthologies 

in 2025 and 2026, including Super Gay Poems (contemporary LGBTQ+ poems with 

commentaries), a big book of older queer poems going back to Chaucer and Sappho, and a book 

about Taylor Swift. 

JENNIFER CLARVOE is the author of two books of poetry: Invisible Tender (Fordham, 2000), 

and Counter-Amores (University of Chicago, 2011). Born in Washington, DC, and educated at 

Princeton and the University of California at Berkeley, she taught literature and creative writing 

at Kenyon College for almost thirty years. She lives in Somerville, MA. Her awards and fellowships 

include the Kate Tufts Prize, and the Poets Out Loud Prize for Invisible Tender, a grant from 

the Ohio Arts Council, a fellowship from the Sewanee Writers Conference, a residency at the 

James Merrill House, and the Rome Prize in Literature from the American Academy of Arts and 

Letters. Her poems have been collected in anthologies including Conversation Pieces: Poems 

that Talk to Other Poems (Everyman’s Library Pocket Poet Series, 2007), WOMEN ROWING 

* MUJERES A LOS REMOS: A BILINGUAL (English / Spanish) collection of poems (2012), and 

Still Life with Poem: Contemporary Natures Mortes in Verse (Literary House Press, 2016) for 

which she also provided the cover photograph.
