V. OPEN BUSINESS
1. Presentation by Jeff Knight (State Entomologist, Nevada Department of Agriculture) on Mormon cricket abatement- FOR POSSIBLE ACTION
· Jeff from the Nevada Department of Agriculture presented on Mormon crickets, detailing their life cycle, impact, and control methods. He noted that crickets have one generation per year, with eggs hatching from late February to late March. Historical outbreaks occurred from 1848 to 2007, with the largest from 2001 to 2007. Current control methods include dimilin, applied at $5-$6 per acre, and drones for targeted spraying. Natural predators like black wasps and horsehair worms also play a significant role in controlling cricket populations..
