Suzann said piper sudan grass was good around edges and gophers hated it (no grain). Antelope populations up significantly, buck to doe ratio in area 15 - 30 bucks per 100 does. 
· Jerry: SCC meeting 2 weeks ago, mostly composed of agency and partner updates, NRCS STAC meeting next Monday at 9:00 AM put in recommendations into state office for technical state programs,, identifying state wide concerns and guidelines for developing ranking criteria for applications, cost share rates. Can bring up Mormon cricket management at meeting.
· Christopher: ag plant inspection service waiting on Washington to publish rebuttals for their program, national park service integrated management team on burned areas and rec sites will be spraying for invasive weeds and cheat grass, new POC for BLM state office. Amy asked if federal closures and early retirement deals interrupting BLM work, he said not sure. Paul asked if weed grant money on hold still, Chris said this year’s funds good to go but no news on next year’s funding. In the final stages of reviewing phoenix mine NEPA.
