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'| MEMORIAL OF SAINT PIUS X, POPE

Pope Pius X (183y-1914), born Giuseppe Sarto, is remembered as a
deeply pious, pastoral pope whose legacy centers on reform, simplicity,
and defending the faith in a rapidly changing world.

Key aspects of his legacy:

* Pastoral Spirit — Coming from a numFe background, he was devoted
to the poor and saw himself first as a parish priest. His motto, “Restore
all things in Christ”, shaped his papacy.

+ Liturgical Reforms — Promoted frequent reception of Holy Communion
and lowered the age for First Communion to around seven, emphasizing
that the Eucharist should be central to Catholic life.

» Catechesis & Education - Strongly,promoted catechism instruction f
or children and adults, standardizing téaching through a Catecnism of
Pius X.

* Liturgical Music — Encouraged a return to Gregorian chant ancl more
reverent church music.

* Condemnation of Modernism — Considered modernism “the synthesis
of all heresies” and took firm measures against theological trends he feit
undermined Church doctrine, including the Oath Against Modernism.

_* Codification of Canon Law - Initiated the first comprehensive
codification of Church law, which culminated in the 1917 Code of Canon
Law (completed after his death).

« Sainthood — Canonized in 1954, he was the first pope to be declared
