Schedule 
Club soccer requires a year-round commitment, with different parts of the year dedicated to various forms 
of competitive play. For newcomers, players and parents should expect a higher level of engagement, as 
this commitment is crucial for advancing players' athleticism and skill development. If you are unable to 
make this long-term commitment, we kindly ask that you refrain from signing up. 

 
Tryouts 
We begin with open tryouts for everyone. Tryouts offer opportunities for new players to be evaluated by 
coaches and club staff for potential placement on our club teams. Each team is organized by birth year as 
dictated by the South Carolina Youth Soccer Association (SCYSA). Returning players are required to try 
out alongside new players to assist with evaluating individual development and team cohesion. Player 
selection is at the sole discretion of the coaching staff. 



 
Following tryouts, players who make the team will receive an email invitation containing 
the registration link for the upcoming season. Families will have 48 hours to accept the 
position and register their players with the $150 commitment fee. If the 48-hour period 
elapses, the position may be offered to players on the waitlist. Commitment fees are non-
refundable. Once commitment fees are paid, players are locked into teams. 
 
Spring/Fall - League Play 
 
U8-U12 Junior Academy 
All CCFC Junior Academy teams play in the Carolina Premier League (CPL). They compete with other 
clubs in the coastal parts of South Carolina. Games are played on Fridays, Saturdays, or Sundays. Travel 
is required. This 9-month Program (FALL/SPRING) is designed to develop individual skills with more 
emphasis on tactical elements within a competitive atmosphere.   

 
U13-U14 Select 
All Select teams play in SCYSA-sanctioned Leagues. Depending on the level of Players, they will play in 
the SCYSA Open League, President's Medal Soccer League (PMSL), or the State Challenge League 
(SCSCL). These teams compete with other clubs across South Carolina. Games are played on Fridays, 
Saturdays, or Sundays. Travel is required. This program is a 9-month program (FALL/SPRING) that 
emphasizes tactical elements within a competitive atmosphere. 

 
U15-18 Select - FALL ONLY 
All Select teams play in SCYSA-sanctioned Leagues. Depending on the level of Players who make up the 
teams, they will play in the SCYSA Open League, President's Medal Soccer League (PMSL), or the State 
Challenge League (SCSCL). The teams compete with other clubs across South Carolina. Games are 
played on Fridays, Saturdays, or Sundays. Travel is Required. This program is a 4-Month Program (FALL) 
that emphasizes tactical elements within a competitive atmosphere. 

 
All teams will practice up to 3 days a week. 

 
NOTE: TEAMS PARTICIPATE IN TOURNAMENTS IN BOTH THE FALL AND SPRING SEASONS (1-3 
TOURNAMENTS PER SEASON). THIS WILL BE AT THE CLUB AND COACHES' DISCRETION. THE FEES FOR 
THE TOURNAMENTS AND COACHES’ STIPEND ARE NOT INCLUDED IN THE CLUB DUES.
