HAND-DRILL TIPS AND IDEAS

Have you ever used the hearth of the Hand-Drill so many
times that there is no longer space to make another fire?
Here is an idea that you can make a few more embers. In
the first photo shows both sides of the hearth used up.

Notice that each drill hole is in between the drill holes on the
opposite side. In the second Photo; If the hearth is wide
enough you cane split down one side and use it again.

See another drill hole in the bottom of the second picture.
You can also use the ends of the hearth, See the Drill hole
in the top of the Heart in the second photo. | have 22 drill
holes in the hearth before splinting the hearth down the
length. | now have the potential of making another 10
embers using the ends and the new side edge for a total of
32 embers.

OUT AND ABOUT
THE VERDE SALT MINES

Salt and gypsum layers Ledge of rock salt

Southwest of present day Camp Verde, Arizona is the site of the
ancient Verde River halite deposits. The mineral halite is more
commonly known as sodium chloride or rock salt which can be
crushed into table salt. Ancient artifacts found at the site indicate
that these salt deposits have been mined for thousands of years.

The halite or salt was originally concentrated and deposited in the
bottom of a large lake that at one time filled the area of the modern
day Verde River valley. When the lake drained, layers of halite
(salt) and selenite (gypsum) were left behind on the lake bottom.
The Verde River eroded down through the deposits leaving them
exposed today, along the west side of the valley.

Close up of the deposit

A certain amount of salt needs to be consumed to sustain life, so it
is a critical resource for both ancient and modern peoples.
Evidence at the site indicates that the Sinagua culture mined and
traded, salt from this location, for close to 2,000 years. The
existence of the ancient mines is also mentioned by Spanish
explorers in 1583. More recently, some of the deposits were mined
commercially in the early 1900’s.

My replica stone pick

We took trip to the site in the spring of this year. Much of the
location has timber remnants left over from the commercial mines
in 1900’s. The brilliant white layers of salt and gypsum clearly
identify the ancient deposits. Using a replica stone blade pick,
chunks of halite (salt) crystals were easily chopped free from the
exposed layers.

Chunk of salt crystals

The mineral at this site is only 92% pure so the normally clear
crystals are somewhat discolored due to other minerals. The lack of
purity and the associated additional processing cost was one of the
reasons the commercial mines closed in 1938.

Lava mortar & pestle crusher

Returning back to Phoenix with the rock salt samples, | wanted to
continue to replicate the ancient technology. A lava stone mortar
and pestle was just the right tool to break the chunks of salt crystals
into smaller pieces that were about 1/8 inch in size. This was still
pretty coarse so another step was needed to get to something that
would be usable as table salt. | had seen some museum arifacts
over the years that had the functional appearance of small hand
held grinders, kind of a miniature mortar and pestal.

Salt grinder in action

It was time to create my own interpretation of an ancient salt mill.

A trip to my backyard rock cache yielded a small lava stone and a
piece of softer mud stone. Several hours aggressively working the
knuckle size piece of lava stone, along with some sand grit, against
the fist size mud stone, produced a nice representation of an
ancient hand held grinder. Now it was time to see if | could grind up
some useable table salt

. Finished table salt

A little twisting/grinding action with the small, and now rounded,
lava stone, against pieces of salt crystal in the formed depression in
the mud stone, resulted in a product that both looked like and
tasted like modern table salt.

. Filling gourd salt cellar

The gourd spice container, that was in an earlier newsletter this
year, would make an excellent salt cellar. Clearly it was time to
bring out venison steaks and yucca root chips to be flavored with
some "homemade" Verde River table salt.
