These classes both involve making a game item and then using it in
the associated game.

Corn Cob Darts and Hoop Game: Make a corn cob dart and, if you
wish, a corn husk hoop target. Compete with other students with your
finished dart using an indoor hoop target range. Corn Cob Darts
and Hoops is a variation of Hoop and Stick games. These games
were (and still are) played by young and old for fun and also to teach
and practice hunting skills.

Two-Sided Dice Game: Make a set of two-sided seashell dice and
scoring sticks. When completed, challenge another student or a
team to a game. Two-sided dice games have been used since
ancient times for a variety of purposes in addition to being fun to play.
Think about our modern use of flipping a coin to see who goes first
or who pays? In some cultures, "luck" is considered to be a powerful
force and winning may determine the outcome of disputes large and
small.

COMPLETED RAWHIDE KNIFE SHEATH
by Peter Huegel

Gotta show off the latest “Old” addition to my collection. | just finished
it today.

Last Saturday at our SALT skills meeting our member Justin taught
everyone how to make items out of “Parfleche” which is a type of
leather. Parfleche was used by many cultures in the past to make all
kinds of useful items. | chose to make a knife sheath and | decorated
it from the inspiration | got from an antique Hunkpapa Lakota piece
that is in the Smithsonian.

The most challenging thing working with Parfleche is that you start
working with it when it is very wet and very soft. But, the challenge is
that, as it dries, it both shrinks and hardens.

The Parfleche starts out a very light beige - nearly white - color, but
I knew | wanted my finished piece to have a more antique, been used
a lot, look so | made a pot of very strong tea. It worked like a charm!
Planning the shape, cutting the Parfleche, staining, lacing the pieces
together, painting the design and then waiting for it all to dry took 4+
days.

Overall, | think it came out pretty good.

Sometimes | go to auctions and buy historic things. Sometimes | go
to auctions and see things that are way too expensive and say to my
self, "Self, you learned how to do that in a SALT ( SALT Study of
Ancient Lifeways & Technologies) skills meeting."

So, instead of bidding $1,200 - which by the way | would have never
done - for an historic Native-American parfleche knife sheath, | went
home and made one.

| am not to proud to say | also sort of stole the idea for the design
when | made mine.

It is a "neck knife" which means it is worn on a lanyard around the
neck rather that attached to your belt.

My total cost...about $2.50 plus the knife.
