Theories of Atonement 

 The Moral Influence Theory: Jesus is our example. 

 The Ransom Theory: Jesus’ death paid a ransom to the Devil. (Rejected by the 
           church) 

 The Christus Victor Theory: Jesus conquer sin and death by dying. 

 The Satisfaction Theory: Jesus’ death satisfied God’s demand for justice 

 The Penal Substitutionary Theory: Jesus took the punishment which is rightfully  
           ours.

 Proof that Jesus truly died 

On the Third Day He Rose Again 

 1 Corinthians 15:55-57
