Arrival to Camp

Resident Campers:

e Registration: 1:00 PM - 4:00 PM EDT on Sunday, June 15, 2025 at the Jane Campbell
Building Lobby (address listed later in packet)

e Do not bring luggage inside the Jane Campbell building—luggage can be transported to
the dormitory after registration.
Bring instrument and chair placement audition music to registration.
Late registration is not permitted unless arranged with the Camp Director in advance.

Commuter Campers:

Registration: 2:00 PM - 3:30 PM EDT at the Jane Campbell Building Lobby.
Mandatory Commuter Camper/Parent Meeting at 4:00 PM.

Late registration is not permitted unless prearranged.

Bring instrument and chair placement audition music to registration.

Departure from Camp

e Final concerts take place on Saturday, June 28, 2025.
e Resident campers may check out June 28 from 2:00 PM until immediately after the
concert.

Payment of Fees

due.
e Credit card payments must be made before arrival (no on-site processing available).



e On registration day, we accept cash or checks payable to Foster Music Camp.

Auditions (Band & String Only)

e Bring music that showcases your skill level.
e You may be asked to play scales and/or sight-reading.
e Need help? Consult your local music instructor.

Solo Recital

e Students may audition (faculty approval required) to perform in the Student Solo
Recital.
e Bring recently played music and method books.

Living Accommodations

Resident campers stay at Walters Hall.

Trained counselors provide supervision.

Room Assignments: Two campers maximum per room. Based on age unless a mutual
request was made two weeks prior to camp starting.

Room Furnishings: Desk, chair, dresser, twin XL bed.

Refrigerators are not provided (bring a small one if wanted/needed)

WiFi & Cell Phones

Guest WiFi available but may be unreliable.

No cell phones during rehearsals/recitals.
Guidelines for phone use provided upon arrival.
Camp updates via Remind texting service
(instructions on how to join will be given upon arrival)




Meals

Served at Case Dining Hall.

Variety of dietary options available.

Campers may bring personal food items for storage in their dorm rooms.
Evening pizza and snack purchases require cash

(cards/phone payments not accepted).

e Medical costs billed directly to parents; parents handle insurance claims.
e Emergency contacts will be notified before medical treatment (except in urgent cases).

Concert Dress

e Two outfits required:
o Formal Concerts: Provided camp t-shirt + khaki/brown shorts.
o Final Performance: Dress attire ( no shorts, tshirts) Often students will wear
concert black for this.

Spending Money

e For snacks, bookstore items, and evening snacks at camper store.
e Cash only (cards/phone payments not accepted).

Fully-Functioning Instrument (Band/Strinq)

e Ensure your instrument is in good condition before camp.
e Repairs during camp are difficult and time-consuming.
e Bring extra reeds, valve oil, bow rosin, slide grease, etc.

Visitor Policy

Visitors must check in at the dormitory front desk.

Limited visitation preferred, mainly for concerts/recitals.

Non-parent visitors require being added to the Approved Pick Up List in your
Active Registration Account. This should be done in advance, last minute
additions are problematic for our staff and may be denied.

Dorm is closed to visitors during meal times.

No parents/visitors permitted on dormitory floors, except during move-in/out hours.

Leaving Camp

Leaving is discouraged, except for emergencies.

Campers may eat out with parents during visits, but cannot miss rehearsals/classes.
Leaving camp with non-parent/guardians: This must be done in advance by adding
Approved Pick Up Adults to your registration. You can do this by logging into your camp
account.




Student Drivers

e Resident campers may NOT drive themselves to camp.
e Commuters may drive, but:
o No transporting other students.
o Must park and remain on campus until departure.

Laundry Options

e No laundry facilities on-site.
e Options:
o Pack for two weeks.
o Parents may take laundry home on Saturday.
o Parents may use local laundromats during visits.

Camp Rules & Regulations

All rehearsals and music classes are mandatory.

Report iliness immediately to camp staff.

No controlled substances, alcohol, or smoking (including e-cigs). This is a zero
tolerance policy. Students who bring these items will be turned over to the proper
authorities and expelled from camp.

Prescription medications must be reported at check-in.

Campers/parents responsible for damages to university/camp property.

Refund Policy

e No refunds for food or housing (University policy).
e Refunds beyond food/housing, if any, are at camp administration’s discretion.
