A final breakdown of the ticket sales/expenses will be in the December
treasurer's report. Also, a final tally of the McDonald’s “After School Snack Pack” coupons, which has earned
the club $163.00, will be discussed.

Some of the expenses incurred for the month included: DJ, 50/50 raffle, instructor fees, rent paid to Swiss
Park, printing & postage for Roundup, and refreshments. Overall for the month Boots 'N’ Buckles netted a profit
of $1,354.27. A major portion of this amount will be used to pay for the X-mas dinner; an expense not incurred
until after mid-December. The checkbook balance at the end of November was $12,379.25.
