I was really pressing into God to figure out what it is all about?  What’s the purpose of the church, s/t, l/t where are we going?   Then at Eagle Mountain & on the road from Texas, the Holy Spirit begin to speak to me.  (it was maybe the most powerful message I have received)    He gave me the answers but wanted to show how I got there!

Luke 21:28   Lift up your heads, because your redemption is drawing near 
                       Lift – also means to lift up the voice” “to shout” or “talk loudly”
                       Redemption – release:  Also to be taken up!

Rev 22:12  And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be.
                      Greek gives inference of:  On my way, moving toward, approaching or arrival 
Difference between natural & spiritual realm (natural all or nothing but not so in spiritual realm) 
I believe he is partly here & partly there:  But it will come increasing here!

Acts 2:17  In the last days I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh:  
     Ekcheō  to be poured or scatter:  To bestow or distribute 
                     Pour - To pour out from one container to another
                                 Can involve controlled pouring - allows for even saturation and consistent flavor
Remember:  Can’t pour new wine into old containers or it will blow (Jesus - spirit w/o measure)
Holy Spirit – God has a super large container & it has been, being poured out since Pentecost & is being poured out stronger & stronger in these last days 

Holy Spirit to my spirit-  I desire Advocacy - support for or recommendation of a particular cause or policy:  (see below) 
  
I Know of 3 Events in my lifetime that stirred up for Freedom:
  John F Kennedy’s speech in Berlin – desire for unity, democracy & freedom in Europe against communism 
  Pres: Reagan in Brandenburg Gate in West Berlin- Mr. Gorbachev, :tear down this wall!"   desire for unity & freedom
  Charlie Kirks Memorial service – Desire for unity & religious freedom in America!  

I believe Revival hit the United States mid-afternoon on Sept 21st

What Does Revival Look like!
· Renewed interest or enthusiasm in spiritual interests or practices 
· Can involve large gatherings, revivals or crusades 
· Revivals can lead to increased church attendance & community involvement 
· Revivals can lead to reformation – positive effect on government leaders & subsequent positions 
· It Wakes up your spirit.  Prayer & Bible Matter: 
· Its about change from where you are at!  - It spreads joy    Your desires become more holy 
· Marked by Excitement & Energy 

I believe like many others that Charlie’s Memorial service awakened America to revival inn Christianity:   Besides 70k – 100k of people, friends & Co-Workers – “the President of the United States, VP & the Entire cabinet was there”
  I am not sure this representation from the Gov’t has been this strong since the Declaration of Independence? 

Statements from our elected officials 
 
I finally understood the purpose of NCL that has actually been in my heart for years:  Spiritual Revival & An Awakening
Revival and Awakening sound alike, but they’re different. Revival is for people who already believe in God. It wakes up their sleepy faith. Revival is like recharging a battery—it’s already there, just needs juice.  
   Awakening is bigger. It’s when everyone, even people who don’t believe, (unbelievers) start noticing God.  It’s like the whole town waking up to a new day. Revival starts small, with believers. Awakening spreads wide, touching everyone.  Both are awesome, though! Revival gets the fire going, and awakening fans the flames. They work together to make big changes.

The First Great Awakening occurred in the 1730s and 1740s.
· Emphasized the free press & the idea that information should be shared and should be unbiased and uncontrolled   1st time ethic groups embracing Christianity in large numbers 
· Emphasized personal sin & a need for redemption 
· It emphasized personal faith and emotional experiences over traditional church practices.
· Emphasized Personal responsibility for interpretation of the bible.   A direct relationship with God 
· Community involvement & collective worship services 

The Second Great Awakening took place from the late 1790s to the 1840s.
· Involved getting the unbelievers saved  - Entire towns were awakened to Jesus
· Many towns saw crime rates reduced, bars closed, & community wide pray meetings established 
· This movement led to the rise of various new denominations, social reform movements & independent churches
· Emphasized temperance, abolition & women’s rights   Moved from the educated to the less educated. 
· Reached out to the unchurched 

I believe revival hit New Covenant Living last Wednesday September 24th 3pm
(that’s when we played this song in the car about 5x – and the Holy Spirit overshadowed me & opened my eyes to the Value of what is happening now & what will happen!

One thing I know is that we currently have Excitement & Energy here – Lets not draw back but Increase it! 
   I see Excitement & Energy with just about all aspects of the ministry (food distribution, bldg. prgm, children’s, pre-teen & teen ministry, prayer b/4 church, Men’s prayer Tue am & Wed b/4 church, the Music Ministry, WOW & Men’s fellowship
