need. They are some of the best givers - grass roots in the neighborhood, at school,)

e Hardworking and Diligent: She is industrious & dedicated to her tasks, both in the home and in
the community. (rising a good deal before dawn)

e Faith and Devotion: She has a deep faith and devotion to God, which guides her actions and
influences her character. (a missing component in many part of the natural world)

e Courage and Perseverance: She faces challenges with courage and perseverance, never giving up
on her goals or values. (more importantly never giving up or shortchanging her beliefs in you)




« Patience and Forbearance: She is patient & understanding, willing to forgive and offer support
to others. (if anyone can forgive it’s a Mother)
