BOLDNESS (sjm 5‑17-2023)
Boldness   Willingness to take risks and act innovatively, confidence or courage.

                      To be bold implies a willingness to get things done despite risks.

                       Lack of hesitation or fear in the face of risk or danger:  Courage:   To Stand Out:   Daring:    Fearless
How about Boldness to be a Witness for Jesus?

John 18:37
To this end was I born & for this cause came I into the world, to bear WITNESS unto the truth

  Witness = Reveal what he had seen or knows about the Father


Matt 24:6      This is not the End    

         *:14
   But this Gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a WITNESS unto all nations;

   Gospel = Good news    Witness = One who can give firsthand account of something: evidence


Theory = vs personnel experience   


Two Questions: what do you know and what are you sharing
Eph 6:1 
Be ye therefore imitators of Christ (mimic) 



 2 Tim 3:16 
All scripture (not your opinion) is given by inspiration of God & is profitable for doctrine, reproof, correction & instruction in righteousness.



Jesus
John 7:26
But, lo, he speaketh boldly, and they say nothing unto him. Do the rulers know indeed that this is the very Christ?   {People recognized he was the real thing} 

  He stood up in front of the crowds and cried with a loud voice (not ashamed or embarrassed)
   “But he is teaching where everyone can see and hear him.” 
      Hagin example:  he might hear you?    (I said it for his benefit) 
Peter & John
Acts 4:13
Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John & perceived that they were unlearned and ignorant men, they marveled; and they took knowledge of them, that they had been with Jesus. 
                    
Have you been with Jesus!   
Paul: (1st at Jerusalem)

Acts 9:27
But Barnabas took him, & brought him to the apostles & declared unto them how he had seen Jesus in the way & that he had spoken to him & how he had preached boldly at Damascus in Jesus’s name.

Acts 9:29
And he spake boldly in the name of the Lord Jesus, and disputed against the Grecians: but they went about to slay him.  (People realizing Paul serious)

Acts 14:33
Long time therefore abode they speaking boldly in the Lord, which gave testimony unto the word of his grace, and granted signs and wonders to be done by their hands.  (Paul & Barnabas)
Phil 1:20
According to my earnest expectation & my hope, that in nothing shall I be ashamed, but that with all boldness, as always, so Christ shall be magnified in my body, whether it be by life, or by death.

Praying for Boldness
Acts 4:29
And now, Lord, behold their threatening’s: and grant unto thy servants, that with all boldness they may speak thy word,

Acts 4:31
And when they had prayed, the place was shaken where they were assembled; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they spake the word of God with boldness.

Places to exercise Boldness: Workplace, Restaurant, Home, Hospital, sports, spontaneously in daily situations, 

Remember people are watching (Do your part of walking in your calling) 
Phil 1:14
And many of the brethren in the Lord, waxing confident by my bonds, are “much more bold” to speak the word without fear.   {people were watching Paul’s moves)

Knowing Gods Will, Purpose and Character will bring Boldness 
BOLD,  Vines:    Verbs. “Tharreo”   A form of CHEER, COMFORT,  "To be warm & associated w/confidence”   Hence, "to be confident, or to “be of good courage"; “courageous" 

Key:  Does not necessarily say loud, boisterous, or obnoxious!

  Strongs
Frank in utterance, or confident in spirit & demeanor: To speak boldly.
  Webster:
Freedom of speech, unreserved in utterance (confidence, openly, plainness) = no airs


*Forecast Example:  Confidence in your subject matter is critical to walking in confidence!
