1 Cor 13:1 If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love,             I am become as sounding brass or a tinkling cymbal
               (An irritation to people- annoying distraction)    

1 Cor 13:2 And though I have the gift of prophecy & understand all mysteries & all knowledge & though I have all faith so that I can remove mountains & have not love, I am nothing (in spiritual terms) 
1 Cor 13:3 And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor 
            & though I give my
body to be burned & have not love,
              it profiteth me nothing
Profit in God's eyes = (Greek) “o‑fel‑eh'‑o” Advantage, better, prevail, profit.   Apart from love it means nothing!

Measuring Stick=Definition:
1 Cor 13:4
Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud
 PATIENCE: (Gr: Makrothumia) Longsuffering, associated with mercy

    KINDNESS: Tender, compassionate, mild, gentile, Usefulness. Benevolent; 1                John 3:17 (has worlds goods)
  ENVY  = Feeling of resentment or jealousy 

BOAST = talks with excessive pride & self-satisfaction about one's achievements, possessions, or abilities.
 PROUD = Haughty, inflated; An undue sense of one's own superiority, arrogance, conceit [Pride cometh before a fall]

1 Cor 13:5 It is not rude, it is not self‑seeking, it is not easily angered,    it keeps no record of wrongs
 
Rude: Offensively blunt or impolite; not marked by tact or delicacy

          *Self Seeking:
Love is not satisfied but in the welfare comfort & salvation of all 

Angered = Irritated or proved (touchy)  (overly sensitive)
Record of Wrongs or (Evil): Bad in character; Never supposes that a 

good action has a bad motive! (does not invent or devise evil) Gives every man credit  

1 Cor 13:6 Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth 
   Evil= Unrighteousness (recompense?)
Truth:
Reality; not just appearance (sees the good in people)

1 Cor 13:7 It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.
  *Protect=: covers:
To cover or conceal the fault of others, betrays no secrets     

Trusts      =  Believes the best in people  

Hopes       =  To expect,    

Perseveres
=
Continue striving in the face of opposition, Bears up under all persecutions & maltreatment.

1 Cor 13:8 Love never fails. But where there are prophecies, they will cease; 
 where there are tongues, they will be stilled; where there is         knowledge, it will pass away

Fail = Never lose its authority or cease to have force

1 Cor 13:9 For we know in part and we prophesy in part,

1 Cor 13:10 But when perfection comes, the imperfect disappears

Man = as distinct from a boy or infant

And now these three remain: faith, hope and love. But the greatest of these is love 

Greatest= Comparative degrees of Megas; specifically in age=  Elder or Most mature
