Labour =  Feel fatigue by implication of hard work, toiled, be weary




Heavy Laden = To load up, overburden with spiritual anxiety

Yoke = A curved bar of wood which are attached two hops or bows.  They fit around oxen’s necks.  Two oxen yoked together in this manner share the burden of drawing a plow or heavy load.

Rest = Take ease, refresh, repose, to be exempt
