These are the words that Moshe spoke to all of Yisra'el on the extreme side
of the Yarden River, in the desert, in the Aravah, on the other side of Suf,
between Paran and gl‘ofel, Lavan, Hatzerot and Di-Zahav.It is an eleven-day
journey from Horev to Kadesh-Barnea along the path of Mount Seir. On the
first day of the eleventh month of the fortieth year, Moshe spoke to the
sans of VYisra'el, going over all that YAHWEH had commanded him to tell
them.
