From our R & R on Swimming Pool: 

• Owners and guests are to observe all posted rules for the use of the pool. 

• The pool cannot be reserved. Unit owners are requested to observe a limit of five (5) guests. 

• A guest is not permitted in the pool unless accompanied by the Unit Owner. 

• Only five (5) people are allowed in the pool at any one time since we do not employ a lifeguard, per rules of the 

Louisville Metro Board of Health. 

• Residents are responsible for use of all property in the pool area. Please lower umbrellas when you leave. Turn off 

lights and lock all doors, lock the gate to the pool area. 

• Residents are responsible for their guests’ action.
