COMPACTOR 

●​ Effective July 2025, only green Westmoreland bags may be placed in the compactor.   
 
NEWSPRINT/ PAPER  

●​ Newspaper, egg cartons, junk mail, envelopes, magazines, non-corrugated 
cardboard, office paper & scrap paper. No toilet paper or paper towel tubes  

CARDBOARD  
Corrugated cardboard–broken down and placed flat  

PLASTICS 
Reasonably clean and crushed. Sort by type, and place in labeled container    

●​ #1 and #2 (Example milk jugs, detergent bottles) 
●​ #5  
●​ #3, 4 and 7 ​  

GLASS  
Reasonably clean, remove lids. Labels can stay on. Place in labeled container  
No window glass, ceramic, light bulbs, dishes cookware, mirrors or other glass items  

ALUMINUM CANS 
Rinsed and crushed. Place in labeled container 

METAL CANS and LIDS  
Clean and rinse. Place in metal “Scrap-It” container   
 
MANDATORY RECYCLING BECAME EFFECTIVE IN WESTMORELAND AS OF JULY 29,

Any person violating any provisions of this ordinance shall not be permitted to use the 
facility until such time as the Selectmen reinstate the privilege. They may be subject to 
fines up to $250 for each violation.
