Three Songs About Jesus’ Birth

(Their Spiritual Lessons)


In a month a lot of people will be thinking about the birth of Jesus.  Most of it is misplaced religious zeal.  While the world has missed the boat on this subject we need to understand the lessons we can learn from His birth.  We want to look at three songs in our song book and see some of the lessons of these songs. 

I) Silent Night, Holy Night (440)

A) The birth of Jesus was according to God’s Plan, Isaiah 9.6

1. His purpose was to establish the Kingdom of God, Matthew 16.18


a. His nature – Son of the Highest, Luke 1.32


b. He will rule on the throne of David

2. The timing was foretold in Daniel 2.44; Ephesians 1.7ff

B) This songs stresses

1. The virgin birth, Luke 1.26-28, 30-35
2. Events: Shepherds in the fields, Luke 2.8-18, the wise men (Matthew 2.3-6)

II) Joy To The World (495)

A) Let earth receive her King; Let every heart prepare His room

1. Jesus came as a spiritual King and to set up a spiritual kingdom, John 18.36; Romans 14.17

2. Jesus was born in a manger because there was no room for Him in the inn.  Is there room for Jesus in your heart? 

B) The Savior reigns – does He reign in your life today? 

C) No more let sins and sorrows grow

1. Notice that sin and sorrow grow. 

2. Under the Law of Moses the sins remained and were remembered year after year.  Now sins are remitted or washed away. 

D) Nor thorns infest the ground; Far as the curse is found

1. Genesis 3.17-19 one of the curses was that thorns would grow

2. Romans 5 explain (sin and death entered through Adam, v. 12); (sin and death reigned over all humanity until Christ came to set us free, vv. 16-17)

E) Truth, grace, righteousness, and love are all in Christ. 

III) Hark! The Herald Angels Sing (46)

A) God and sinners reconciled, 2 Corinthians 5.18-21

1. The Patriarchs could not live perfectly before God; Moses could not nor could animal sacrifices take away sin. 

2. In Christ we have the perfect sacrifice (Hebrews 4.15); the perfect law (Romans 8.2-3). 

B) Veiled in deity to Godhead see, Genesis 3.15

1. Hail incarnate deity; Jesus Our Immanuel, Colossians 2.9
2. Jesus came to show us the Father, the express image of the Father. 

C) He was born—

1. That man no more may die, John 10.10

2. To raise the sons of earth, to give the second birth, John 3.3-5; 1. 12-13

Conclusion: The birth of Jesus teaches us some lessons but we as Christians remember His death as we take of the Lord’s Supper.  We understand baptism compared to Jesus’ death, burial, and resurrection in Romans 6.  Remembering is not enough we must also obey Him. 
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
