Dear Prince of Peace friends, 
 
For the past six months, we have been worshiping “virtually” 
using the videos we’ve published online at YouTube and Face-
book, as well as the “phone-in” recordings at POP-2-POP. For 
the past two months, we have also been worshiping together 
outside in the church grove, and sharing the sacrament of Holy 
Communion. Finally, we are happy to announce a plan to re-
open the building for worship at the end of October!  

 

Here’s how it will work: 
 
Through October 18, we will still worship the way we have been since August: through an online service, and 
also with brief services of Holy Communion outside in the church grove at 9:45 am each Sunday.  
 
On Sunday, October 25, at 9:45 am, we will return to the building. This is Reformation Sunday, and also the 
day of Confirmation for two of our young people. We will have an abbreviated service inside at 9:45 am. This 
service will include the rite of Confirmation as well as Holy Communion. We will also still offer an online ser-
vice. 
 
On Sunday, November 1, at 9:45 am, we will also worship in the building. This is All Saints Day, and the ser-
vice will include the annual ritual of lighting candles in memory of those who have died in the past year, as well 
as in honor of those who have been baptized in the past year. We will also celebrate Holy Communion. There 
will be an online service as well. 
 
If all goes well at those services, we will continue to worship inside on subsequent Sundays. The service will 
become longer, and include most of what we’re used to. We will record this service and share it online instead 
of creating a separate online service.  
 
PLEASE NOTE: All of this is tentative, and subject to change, based on information we learn from 
health agencies, the school district, and the CDC.  
 
I’m sure you understand that when we return inside, it won’t be the same as it used to be. You’ll find in this 
newsletter a five-page document outlining the safety precautions we will be following. We need to do this in 
order to follow the guidelines recommended by the state and by the CDC. You can contact me or any member 
of the Re-Opening Taskforce (Justine Cesari, Dennis Horn, Marlene Stana, and Kathy Williams) with any ques-
tions. 
 
As of the newsletter deadline, the Re-Opening Taskforce has not yet finalized the policy for re-opening the 
building for meetings, but it is our hope to begin meeting inside again in some form in November. (It’s getting 
too cold to meet in the grove!) We’re focusing our energies on making sure that worship is done safely and well. 
 
A final note about worship: the Worship and Music Committee has begun to brainstorm how we’ll do Christmas 
Eve worship. The trouble is this: group singing indoors is tremendously dangerous, even while wearing masks. 
And how can we have Christmas Eve worship without singing? Well, we’re working on it. Watch for more in-
formation – it should be a Christmas to remember!

WHAT IS YOUR FAITH STORYWHAT IS YOUR FAITH STORYWHAT IS YOUR FAITH STORYWHAT IS YOUR FAITH STORY????    
 

Every one of us has a Faith Story. A faith story is kind of like a "spiritual auto-
biography," a way of looking at your whole life from the standpoint of faith. 
Where has God been active in your life? When has your faith in God grown 
stronger or weaker, and why? How do you experience God, and how do you 
imagine God to be? As Christians, we proclaim that our Faith Stories begin at 
our baptism, and aren't finished until our funeral. 
 
It has been tremendously helpful to me in my life to ponder just what my Faith 
Story is. It has helped me grow closer to God, and more in tune with my own 
journey. It has also made it much easier for me to talk about my faith with oth-
ers. I would like to share that experience with you. 
 
I will be offering a ten-week workshop to learn how to explore and write our Faith Stories.  
 
∗ We will meet once a week for about 90 minutes (using Zoom). 
∗ We will use tools such as Spiritual Gifts Inventories and other worksheets to discover key moments   
      and key themes. 
∗ We will have the opportunity to draft our faith journeys as Stories. 
∗ We will share these stories with each other. 
 
This workshop is limited to the first eight who sign up. (I will offer the workshop again for another 
eight once we're done, and so on as long as necessary.)
